CALADESI ISLAND STATE PARK

CALADESI ISLAND has the honor of being recog-
nized as the number one BEACH in the NATION by, coastal
geologist, Dr. Stephen P. Leatherman, better known as “Dr.
Beach,” just before Memorial Day. This fabulous State Park
is accessible only by boat, yours - or a ferry from Honeymoon
Island State Park. Swimming, Sunbathing, Beach Combing,
Saltwater Fishing from the surf or your boat, Hiking the 3-
mile Nature Trail through the Island’s interior, or paddling a
3-mile Nature Trail through the mangroves and bay. There
are picnic tables and shelters near the beach, and a Marina
with electricity and water hookups for boaters.
